The high rye 
 mashbill also makes Rendezvous Rye perfect in one of the classic 
 cocktails made with rye, like a Manhattan, an Old Fashioned, 
 or a Sazarac.

TOP 10 NEW  WHISKEY FOR 2008
Rendezvous Rye celebrates the fi rst recorded whiskeyfest out West… in Utah. The 
“rendezvous” was the annual summer gathering of mountain men to exchange 
pelts for supplies. Alcohol was not one of the “supplies” at the fi rst rendezvous. 
This oversight was corrected with a generous supply of whiskey at the second 
rendezvous in Utah’s Cache Valley.

A BOLD EXPRESSION OF STRAIGHT RYE WHISKEY
We started High West Distillery to create a true western rye whiskey, America’s 
oldest spirit and the thirst-quencher of choice in Old West saloons. While High 
West’s own whiskey ages, we created Rendezvous Rye by marrying two beautiful 
“straight” rye whiskies that we found back East. These were destined to be mixed 
with lighter spirits known as grain whiskies and sold as “blended” whiskey. We 
thought this was a shame, especially since these ryes contain a higher rye content 
in their mashbill than almost any other rye whiskey.

Straight whiskey is the fullest fl avored whiskey made in North America. It’s the U.S. 
version of a single malt scotch except aged in brand NEW American oak barrels. 
Distilled at less than 160 proof, you get all the fl avor the distiller meant you to get. 
Why dilute that full fl avor with something lighter and doom these rye whiskies to a 
dull existence? That’s why we rescued them and created Rendezvous Rye.

EXOTIC HIGH RYE MASHBILL
Rendezvous Rye is also a blend, but of two exotic straight rye whiskies—one old, 
and one young. It marries the rich aromatic qualities of a 16-year-old rye with 
the bold spicy properties of 6-year-old rye to create a full fl avored, very complex 
whiskey. The 6-year-old boasts an uncommonly high 95% rye mashbill. Almost 
every other straight rye whiskey you can buy today is barely legal, with 51-53% rye 
in the mashbill. Not Rendezvous Rye. It honors the way rye whiskey used to be 
made, with a high rye content and full, uncompromised fl avor. With Rendezvous 
Rye, you get a taste of authentic rye whiskey. We hope you enjoy it.

At High West Distillery, we think rye makes one of the world’s greatest styles 
of whiskey because of its distinctive spicy flavor. We also like that rye whiskey is 
considered America’s original spirit and that it has a rich history. We were fortunate 
to find some very rare and unique rye expressions quietly aging in a Kentucky 
warehouse. These incredible whiskeys were destined for blending into Canadian 
Whiskey… until we sampled them. We knew we had to rescue these beauties from 
being “watered-down” and offer them in their full-flavored natural state. 

We named these “Rocky Mountain Rye” for the whiskey that saloons imported to 
quench the thirst of the mining boomtowns in the Mountain West. As a modern 
day saloon, High West is doing the same while patiently waiting for High West’s 
own whiskey to age.

21 Year Old - Dangerously smooth 
This rye whiskey is highly unusual because it was aged in used oak barrels. Almost 
all American whiskey is aged in new oak and sold as a “straight” whiskey. Used 
barrels result in a taste profile less influenced by the wood, allowing the more 
delicate flavors of the rye distillate to prevail. 
Only 75 barrels.

16 Year Old – Intense rye spiciness
This is one of the most intensely “ryed” rye whiskeys we’ve ever had the chance 
to taste. That’s because of its very unusual mash bill, which boasts 80% rye, 10% 
corn, and 10% barley malt. Almost all rye whiskeys on the market today contain 
just over 51% rye because that’s the minimum the U.S. government requires for 
the label to say “rye whiskey”.  Distilleries today tend to use more corn because 
corn costs less and they think consumers don’t like rye’s spiciness. We disagree. 
With its high rye content, this 16-Year-Old gem is one of the most intensely 
flavored sipping whiskies out there.  
Only 173 barrels.

Not for mixing
These incredible whiskies are best enjoyed alone, or with a little water, or with 
discerning friends, or with good-looking strangers. But whatever you do, be sure 
to experience them today—before they are all gone.

BARRELED MANHATTAN
The High West Barreled Manhattan is made from two parts of High West’s Double Rye! Whiskey, one part sweet 
red vermouth, and two dashes of Angostura bitters for every 2.5 ounce serving.   It was then aged in a 2-year-
old rye whiskey barrel for 120 days (Batch # 1 aged for 90 Days). The Vermouth was a learning experience for us 
because we can’t just purchase any vermouth we want from the liquor store and dump it into the barrel.  Its illegal 
to repackage liquor that’s already had the Federal Excise Tax paid for.  So we had to buy bulk vermouth whole-
sale.  While it’s not Carpano Antica Formula Vermouth (my favorite), it’s still pretty good.  The addition of the 
vermouth lowers the pH and the percent alcohol by volume - both increasing the break down of the oak’s hemi-
cellulose, increasing the wood sugars that dissolve into the “cocktail” inside.  Because a barrel “breaths”, there’s 
also some oxidation of the “cocktail.” This mellows out the sharpness of the bitters and vermouth, making what we 
think is a darn fine elixir. We hope you enjoy tasting this as much as we did making it.

We used the pre-Prohibition 
recipe of two parts rye whiskey to one part sweet vermouth and two dashes of bitters. We then married the mixture 
in the rye whiskey’s American white oak barrel for 90 days, allowing the flavors to integrate in a well-balanced har-
mony of the rye’s spiciness, the vermouth’s herbs, and the bitters’ complexity. We hope you take time to celebrate 
Repeal Day and thank Utah for its role in ending the Noble Experiment.

High West’s newest Silver Whiskey - OMG Pure Rye
High West is proud to help bring back a true American product - Rye Whiskey.  OMG Pure Rye is an un-aged 
whiskey made in the style of the rye whiskey from 1800’s Western Pennsylvania.  With a  traditional 80% rye and 
20% malted rye mash bill, OMG Pure Rye is distilled at a very low proof in a pot still.  We think OMG Pure Rye 
tastes like Christmas fruitcake with deep plum, yeasty grain, Christmas spices and dried fruit. Warning: OMG 
is not for everyone. We designed OMG Pure Rye to be put in a barrel or consumed neat. You can’t just mix this 
like you do vodka! But if you like big complex chewy libations, it’s for you.

The Name
OMG had a different meaning in the 1800’s - Old MononGahela rye. The Monongahela is a river in western 
Pennsylvania named after a Latinized version of the Native American word Mechmenawungihilla.	 The word 
means “falling banks” in reference to the geological instability of the river’s banks, which are high, get washed 
out and therefore collapse. 

The History
This region was the site of America’s first civil war, the Whiskey rebellion 
of 1794. It later became the epicenter of American distilling when whiskey 
production boomed in the 1800’s. Monongahela whiskey was considered 

so marvelous that it became the standard spirit of 
the young nation. Of the 2500 known 
stills in American, most were in this 
area; in 1810, Kentucky produced 2.2 
million gallons of whiskey from pri-

marily corn, Pennsylvania produced 6.5 million 
gallons of mostly Monongahela rye. 
Historians think the world began to  
expect that whiskey should be bar-
rel aged because it took longer for 
Monongahela rye to get to its mar-
kets on the East coast - and it tasted 
darn good. OMG was considered 
world class, even earning a shout 

out in Melville’s Moby Dick (“unspeakable old Mononga-
hela”) in 1851. OMG’s dynasty grew even more after the Civil 
War destroyed nearly all transportation from Kentucky south. But Prohibition changed all this. The distilleries 
in Pennsylvania all went out of business and the industry there never recovered to the extent the bourbon distill-
eries in Kentucky did. Rye whiskey had faded away...Until now!

Bottling Details:	 A big difference in Vodka 7000’ is that we do not 
	 de-mineralize the water used to reduce the spirit to bottling 
	 strength at 80 proof.
